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I. — INTRODUCTION

On 20 September 1921 Aidan de Brune, a pseudonym of Herbert Charles Cull, set out from Sydney to walk around the perimeter of Australia in twelve months. As he described it:— "To leave Sydney on foot, to walk ten thousand miles (more or less) around Australia, calling at all the ports en route on the four coasts, and to return to Sydney, was the task set me."

In the event, de Brune took two and a half years to complete the walk. He was laid up in Burketown Hospital in the Gulf Country of north western Queensland for about two months, in February and March 1922, and at other times did not walk, because of illness or because he chose to remain in a town and give a lecture on his travels. He was away from Sydney for 897

  days, of which he walked on 572 days.

In October 1923, de Brune was near Ceduna, along the Great Australian Bight, on his way back to Sydney, with about 1500

  miles to walk. A journalist, J. T. Beckett, who had met de Brune in Darwin, during the walk, wrote in The Northern Standard, Darwin:— When you see him you want to get away from him. When you speak to him you don't want him to go away from you. He is a man and a gentleman up and down, and a library of information. He is a sport among sportsmen and a man of whom the Australian Journalists' Association should be proud, for he has not spared himself to get copy. Aiden de Brune has not finished his walk but should he never move another yard further, he will have put up a record that few, if any, will ever attempt to equal.

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II. — THE MANUSCRIPT DIARY

This ebook was made from Record Diary of a Walk Around Australia, a typescript created from de Brune's travelling diary, or manuscript diary. The diary consists of 4

  notebooks.

Book 1 measures 2½in. x 4½inches (60mm. x 115mm.) and contains about 100 ruled pages. It covers the period 20

  September 1921 to 12 May 1922

Books 2, 3 and 4 each measure 3 in. x 7 in. (75mm x 180mm.) and contain about 250 ruled pages.

Book 2 covers the period 13 May 1922 to 20 May 1923

Book 3 covers the period 21 May 1923 to 22 December 1923

Book 4 covers the period 23 December 1923 to end of the walk (4 March 1924).

Entries for each day have been neatly written up and contain details of the distance walked each day, together with the cumulative distance walked to the end of the day. Often there are entries made by people whom de Brune met at his destination, or along the way, certifying that he was at the place stated, on the stated day. Sometimes the people making the certification added well-wishes and other comments.
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III. — THE TYPESCRIPT VERSION OF THE

     DIARY


Aidan de Brune converted his travelling diary, or manuscript journal, into a typescript book titled Record Diary of a Walk Around Australia, the basis of this ebook.

  A copy of the book is held by the State Library of New South Wales. The book consists of typed foolscap pages, bound in a maroon cover, with gold lettering on the spine. A hand-written note, on the title page of the book states: "The original manuscript journal in four small pocket books is in the MSS. room of the Mitchell Library. Oct. 1924."

The next page of the book (unnumbered), contains the heading for the commencing section of the walk (i.e. New South Wales). It has a vertical hand-written, note down the left side of the page, which states:

"Don. Aidan de Brune 25/10/24"

Following the title page and the unnumbered "section" page, are 176 typed pages, together with 6 unnumbered pages, indicating the start of each subsequent section of the walk: Queensland, Northern Territory, Western Australia, South Australia, Victoria, and New South Wales. In this ebook details of the distances walked in each section are set out in the Statistics chapter.
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IV. — RECORD DIARY OF A WALK AROUND

     AUSTRALIA


The typescript of the diary follows the order in which entries were made in the manuscript diary. In this ebook, a transcript of the typescript, a consistent format has been used for each day, showing, where present, the date; day number and diary day number; state or territory in which he was walking; cumulative days walked; daily distance (miles); cumulative distance; town/locality visited; note; certification/Comment.

De Brune made an entry in his diary for every day he was on his walk (897 days). He did not number the first day, on which he started out in mid-afternoon, probably because he did not get out of the Sydney Metropolitan area. Thereafter he numbered every day and, after some time, began also recording the number of days on which he actually walked
  (568).

Sometimes he did not walk because of bad weather, because he was ill, or because he wished to rest. Along the way he sometimes made minor errors in the day number. Then, towards the end of his walk, he obviously realised that that his day numbers did not tally with the actual number of days (897), although he had an entry for every day, showing the date. So he renumbered the final days. In this ebook, the day number first shown is the sequential day, starting from 1 and ending at 897. The Diary day Number is then shown afterwards, in square brackets.



 

  
PLACE NAMES

We cannot be certain that the places de Brune passed through will still be present on our modern maps, so it is sometimes not possible to plot the exact course which de Brune took. However, most of the places mentioned in the diary still exist today and by plotting some of the major towns through which he passed we are able to get a good idea of the track which he followed. In the outback, it is more difficult to plot his course. He often followed stock routes, which had bores with windmills attached, to obtain water for stock and humans; or railway lines which had bores with windmills to provide water for the steam locomotives. He also walked through the outback cattle stations, many of which, do not now exist, at least under the names by which de Brune identified them.



 

  
PUNCTUATION AND SPELLING

In the typescript version of the diary, de Brune was inconsistent in his capitalisation, his use of quotation marks and his spelling of place names, which he may have heard, but had not seen written down. The modern spelling of place names has been adopted in this ebook as well as a consistent approach to capitalisation and the use of quotes.

On nine occasions in the text, de Brune uses the word zump. It seems that this was an incorrect spelling of sump, defined by the Macquarie Dictionary as either "a pit, well, or the like in which water or other liquid is collected," or "a muddy pool or bog." Zump has been silently corrected to sump in the text.



 

  
DISTANCES

De Brune was as accurate as he could be with distances. In many cases he had to use his best guess to calculate the distance travlled in a day. No doubt he was careful to check his distances with the overall distance between points, which he found on sign posts, along railways lines and telegraph lines, or on maps.

Whatever the distance he travelled, his was an epic walk.

  Let us not be churlish in allowing him to describe it as a walk of "ten thousand miles."
